
Frog Hollow Environmental Edu. Center 
Friedensburg 

BACKGROUND: Frog Hollow is located near 
Friedensburg off SR 443. Turn right after the 
village post office and stop at the stop sign. Go 
straight through this sign and follow Stone 
Mountain Road for approximately 3/4 mile until 
you see Frog Hollow and a parking lot on the 
right. 
  
INFORMATION: Frog Hollow is a 28-acre 
forested preserve by the Upper Little Swatara 
Creek in Friedensburg, PA owned by the 
South Schuylkill Garden Club. Trails are open 
seven days a week during daylight hours only. 
August is a wonderful month to take a walk in 
Frog Hollow along the Woodland Walkway,  

Creekway Walkway or the Wildflower Walkway to see loads of wildflowers. All trails are clearly 
marked on tall wooden posts. All trails are flat and loop back. Dogs are welcome if kept on a leash. 
There are portable restroom facilities located along the trails for your convenience.
